Rick Forney and Greg Tagert Selected to
Manage Northern League All-Stars

The Northern League announced that Winnipeg Goldeyes Manager Rick Forney and Gary
Southshore RailCats Manager Greg Tagert have each been selected to manage in the twelfth annual
Northern League All-Star Game to be played at Canwest Park in Winnipeg, MB on July 8" 2008.

Forney, the manager of the host Goldeyes, will lead the “I-29” Team made-
up of players from the Fargo-Moorhead RedHawks, Kansas City T-Bones
and Winnipeg Goldeyes. Tagert, the manager of the defending league
champion RailCats, will skipper the “Chicagoland” Team consisting of
players from the Gary Southshore RailCats, Joliet JackHammers, and
Schaumburg Flyers. The All-Stars will be chosen by the league managers,
pitching coaches, general managers, media, radio play-by-play announcers,
and veteran players.

The All-Star Game, which is returning to Canwest Park for the first time since
2001, will be a two-day event beginning with a skills competition on July 7. The competition will
consist of a fastest baserunner contest, a home run derby, and the most precise pitcher event. On
July 8" the festivities resume with the all-star luncheon featuring keynote speaker Philadelphia
Phillies General Manager Pat Gillick. The day will be capped-off with the Northern League’s mid-
summer classic with first pitch slated for 7:00 p.m. (CST). Limited tickets are still available for all
events, please contact the Winnipeg Goldeyes at (204) 982-2273 for more information.
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¥ Forney, who is working in his 12" season with the Goldeyes organization, is managing
| for his third season, which was proceeded by three seasons as a pitcher, and another
six as the Winnipeg pitching coach. In his first two seasons, he has guided the Fish to
M consecutive playoff appearances compiling a record of 104-87 (.545). In each of his
post-season appearances, the Goldeyes came within one game of defeating the
eventual league champion (Fargo-Moorhead — '06 and Gary Southshore —'07)

The former right-handed pitcher retired during the 2000 season as the Winnipeg
franchise’s all-time leader in strikeouts (313) and playoff victories (4).
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Tagert, who is in his fourth season as manager of the RailCats, has led Gary to
three straight appearances in the Northern League Championship Series. In 07, he
led the RailCats to the league championship behind the best record in the league at
58-38 (.604). It marked the franchise’s second championship in three years.

He came to the RailCats after nine seasons in the Frontier League where he was
the all-time leader in victories posting a 412-336 (.551) record. Tagert, who
inherited a last place team when he joined Gary SouthShore in 2005, had a 163-
126 (.564) regular season mark entering the year and 16-13 (.552) post-season
record with the RailCats, including two Northern League Titles in 2005 and 2007.

He earned his 500" career victory in 2006 and has recorded 12 winning season in 12 years as a
manager. As well as leading the team on the field, Tagert serves as the Director of Player
Procurement for the RailCats.
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
