Guerrero and Beuning Named Northern League
Player and Pitcher of the Week

The Northern League announced that Gary Southshore RailCats outfielder Cristian Guerrero was
named Northern League Player of the Week, and Winnipeg Goldeyes pitcher Brian Beuning received
the Pitcher of the Week honors for the week ending June 29"‘, 2008.

Guerrero, who is the younger cousin of the Angels All-Star outfielder Viadimir
Guerrero, batted .478 (11-for-23) with a double, four home runs and 11 RBI in the
week. He also scored eight runs and stole a base while posting a league-high 1.043
slugging percentage. He capped-off his week Sunday night in Schaumburg with a
5-for-6 performance. In that game he drove in five runs while connecting for two home [&
runs and a double. Earlier in the week on June 24", he hit his 101 career home run.

The 27-year-old right fielder, is in the midst of a career year. He currently ranks
second on the RailCats in average (.328), home runs (6), and RBI (24). Earlier in the
year, he had a 14-game hitting streak and currently he has a hit in 19 of his last 22 games played.

The 6-6, 200-pounder was originally signed by Milwaukee Brewers organization as a non-drafted free
agent in August 1997, only a month after celebrating his 17" birthday. Over his 11-year minor league
career, the Bani, DR-native has a career .268 batting average and has played for four different major
league organizations as well as two independent teams.

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Beuning, who is in his second season with the Goldeyes, continues to excel out of the
il Winnipeg bullpen. On the week, he appeared in four games notching victories in two
and a save in another. The only run he allowed in the week was unearned, yet it led
to a loss versus the RedHawks on June 28™. His four outings, a total of 8.2 innings,
came in a five-day period. It included pitching in both ends of a doubleheader on June
28", Overall in the week, he had an amazing .067 batting average against (2-for-30).

| The right-handed pitcher currently ranks first in the Northern League in appearances
(26) and is second with a 1.54 ERA. The career reliever is currently on pace to break
the all-time Northern League record of pitching appearances in a single season (56), established by
Kris Regas of the RailCats in 2006. He has never started a game in his career (169 games).

After playing collegiately at Bemidji State University, the 6-0, 170-pounder was signed by Kalamazoo
of the Frontier League. He played a total of three seasons in the Frontier League, appearing in a
league-record 54 games in 2005. Overall, he was 10-9 with a 2.93 ERA and 25 saves combined with
Kalamazoo and Windy City. Beuning joined the Goldeyes in ‘07 and went 0-2 with a 3.95 ERA.
